Ph.D. Vladimir E. Trajkovski achieving a long-
time close cooperation with the special educa-
tors and rehabilitators and noticing the pre-
viously mentioned problem, approached to its
solving, and at the same time giving his own
contribution to the enriching of the collection of
scientific publications, with one book prepared
according to the modern world standards.

The book Human Physiology and Functional
Anatomy presents a successful continuing of
the same named script published in 2007 year,
leaded from the main goal, better acquaintance
of the students with the goals and contents of
the same subject, Physiology and functional
anatomy and to get the necessary knowledge
about the organization, structure and functio-
ning of the human body as whole, which will be
used as base for further expert and scientific
addition. But the material exhaustiveness,
scientific base of the information and rich
illustration, make this book useful not just for
under-graduate students, but also for post-
graduate students, special educators and
rehabilitators who work in educational, re-
habilitation or social institutions, for psycholo-
gists, medical students and other expert profiles
which are in direct or indirect correlation with
the human physiology and anatomy.

Human Physiology and Functional Anatomy
consists of 468 pages in Bs format, divided in
17 chapters. Each chapter presents abundant
interpretation of some human body system,
which is wealthy illustrated with pictures and
figures, and it ends with a part consisting of
questions related to the interpreted topic,
intended for easier overcoming of the material
and pointing the more meaningful information,
whose answers are at the end of the book.
Beside the chapters with interpretation of the
systems, the book is also enriched with an
anatomical-physiological dictionary, which is
of inestimable meaning for the readers,
enabling them an explanation of the expert
terminology. The scientific value and
admittance of the eclaborated contents, the

part in which are explained all abbreviations
used in the book, as well as the index of the
words.

The readers using this book can enrich their
knowledge with the following contents:
functional organization and general plan of the
body (more precisely getting information about
homeostasis and constitution of the human
body), cell physiology (constitution of the cell
and acid-base equilibrium), body fluids and
electrolytes, blood, muscle system, nervous
system (structure, division and function),
sensory system, endocrine and reproductive
system, thermoregulation and metabolism,
speech physiology, cardiovascular system,
respiratory, digestive and urine system. In
addition to the previous publishing here we can
get information for cover system and lymph
system with immunity.

Describing the book it is not possible not to
mention that it is made in high quality, starting
from the excellent illustrated cover, to which
every reader who is interested in the elaborated
problematic will pay attention, further not
neglecting the technique and esthetic site, and
including the abundant source of domestic,
international, print and Internet references.
Knowing that the book is a second edition, we
can conclude that the author without suspicion
adapts the material according to the special
educators and rehabilitators’ needs, solving the
problem of inadequate literature, which was for
a long period actual, but also to praise the
maturity of the scientific-research activity of
the author.

I hope that the book besides the main goal, will
serve also as motivation of the young resear-
chers, scientists and other experts to publish
their papers despite the hard conditions, but
also to serve as an example for the way of
collecting, generalization and publishing the
scientific notes, pointing the main one which
presents the base which can be added and enri-
ched with numerous facts and information.

I heartily propose the book to be part of the lib-
rary of all students, special educators and reha-
bilitators, psychologists, dentists, medical stu-
dents and all admirers of the real scientific
thought.
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
