This chapter contains eleven headings -
sections relating to the educational work in
schools in Macedonia. The adaptation of the
setting to the children is the basis of inclusive
education, which is explained in the second
section. The ways of implementation of the
inclusive education and the awareness of the
need for inclusive education are presented
further in the theoretical foundations. As
outlined in the paper, the implementation of
the inclusive education in the school system is
inevitably conditioned by the development of
successful inclusive culture and inclusive
practice. The index of inclusion, the
differences in the terminological determination
of the terms inclusion and integration, the
fundamental principles of quality inclusive
education are explained. /ndex, actually means
resources that support the development of the
inclusion in schools. It is a comprehensive
document which helps in finding different
steps for setting an appropriate setting or
environment in the teaching process. The
index helps in establishing cooperation
between pupils and teachers and improves the
teaching environment. It represents an aspect
where students learn through their active
involvement in the learning process and what
they learn they integrate it with their own
experience. The index is practically a
document that describes the importance of the
inclusion from all aspects of the school. The
term inclusion, in its essence, contains a
process of changing, that is changes, and it is a
never ending process of making changes for
improvement of the teaching and the inclusion
of all students in the teaching activities. Often
this term 1is identified with the term
integration, so it is necessary to make a
distinction between them. While integration is
only physical relocation of students in the
regular school setting, inclusion involves
creating  conditions in the physical
environment for active involvement in that
setting. Basic principles for quality inclusive
education are: equal acceptance of all children;
all children learn differently. At the end of the
theoretical part an attention is paid to the
learning resources, with special emphasis on
the textbook. Important landmark for a

new concepts, which distinguish itself with
clearly differentiated content that will be
aimed at the adoption of knowledge, and for
the lower grades will be aimed at acquiring
skills and abilities that will contribute to the
adoption of long lasting knowledge. In the
modern way of living, it is necessary to create
a book that will satisfy the needs of the
students with intellectual disabilities, who face
difficulties in adopting knowledge. Problems
in studying 1is not a specific term, but a
category that contains many specific problems,
each of which is the cause of learning
difficulties or disorder in one or more basic
processes involved in understanding speech
and written language.

In the second chapter of the thesis the
methodological structure of empirical research
is explained- the research is quantitative and
qualitative with clearly defined subject, goals
and objectives of the survey, the hypotheses
are set and the sample of research is
determined by determining all dependent and
independent variables. The subject of the
research in this paper is the appropriateness of
the Macedonian Language textbooks as a
resource in teaching in first and second grade
in regular primary education for preparation
for initial reading and writing and resource of
initial reading and writing which is suitable for
students with mild intellectual disability. The
research objectives arise from the subject: The
objective of this research is to study the
suitability and applicability of the contents of
Macedonian Language textbooks for first and
second grade in the nine-year education in an
inclusive classroom, that is whether they are
appropriate for preparation for initial reading
and for initial reading and writing for students
with mild intellectual disabilities. The research
has descriptive character, it is directed towards
the detection and analysis of the problems in
learning that occur in children in the school
period in terms of application of the textbooks
as the main teaching tool.

The third chapter presents the analysis of the
results with rich illustrative material with
discussion and comparison of the results
obtained in a series of relevant research. The

point to the following conclusions: the
compulsory Macedonian Language textbooks
for first and second grade are used more by
the classroom teachers than teachers - special
educators; more positive opinions about the
textbooks are given by the teachers with less
work experience; the number of anticipated
content for preparation for initial reading and
writing, that is initial reading and writing is
not sufficient from the aspect of the classroom
teachers and teacher-special educators. The
teachers also think that the books do not
follow the development of linguistic
characteristics of students with mild
intellectual disabilities; the classroom teachers
agree more than the teachers — special
educators that the visual component of
textbooks is students with mild intellectual
disabilities apart from the teachers, special
education teachers; Macedonian Language
textbooks in first and second grade are more
aimed at acquiring knowledge and less at
developing skills and abilities; for the students
with mild intellectual disability acquiring
appropriate skills is crucial for adoption
further knowledge; in the textbooks the
educational function of acceptance and
respect for people with disabilities is not
sufficiently developed.

The results of this research contribute to the
direct, immediate recognition of the state of
the Macedonia Language textbooks for first
and second grade in the nine-year primary
education in terms of the application of a
teaching area of the curriculum for
Macedonian language for first and second
grade and it is recommended in the process of
creation of the textbooks for primary
education, especially for conducting inclusive
education, including a special educator in the
team for preparation of the textbooks. To have
a successful inclusion, experts - special
educators to be involved in all spheres of the
social life is necessary.
