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Abstract

Adolescence is the core stage for the
development of the value system, one of the
most important determinants of the human
identity. The issue discussed in this paper is the
perception of the value system by the people
with impaired hearing who constitute a cultural
minority. Such assumption can be made based
on the cross-cultural value survey conducted by
S.H. Schwartz. The Schwartz’s approach was
chosen in this research to measure the culture
on individual level.

Sixty-six deaf adolescent students from
secondary residential schools aged betweenl5
and 20 years (29 male, 37 female) and 93
hearing students from boarding middle schools
aged between 15 and 17 years (39 male and 54
female) were tested by using the Schwartz
Portrait Values Questionnaire.

The results showed that the intergroup value
system differences were modified by gender.
Hearing adolescent males considered bene-
volence, hedonism and stimulation as more
important than female adolescents did. In the
deaf subgroup, the females valued security,
power and achievement more than males.

Introduction

Adolescence is the core stage for development
of the value system, one of the most important
determinants of human identity. Values are
undoubtedly an integral part of the culture; they
are diverse and specific to a particular cultural
minority. In this case, the concept of the group’s
cultural specificity corresponds to the self-
conception of the people with hearing
impairment, the result is the idea that deaf/hard
of hearing people are defined by cultural
features (in e.g. language) that are distinct from
the culture of the majority (hearing) in the
society. Thus, deaf/hard of hearing people
perceive themselves as a linguistic and cultural
minority (1). Culture is the man-made part of
the environment and influences in all aspects of
the human life. It can be divided into material
(the material outcomes of human activities) and
subjective culture (characteristic ways of
perceiving the social environment) where
language is one of the most important elements
().

The cultures and the individuals are
characterized by priorities in the system of
values (3), which should be considered as one
of the key competences of education. The
purpose and objective of education is to provide
each and every student with a set of key
competencies at a level that is attainable for
him/her and in that way to prepare him/her for
further education and affirmation within the
society. The key competencies are represented
by a set of skills, abilities, knowledge, attitudes
and values, essential for personal development
and affirmation of each member of the society.
Their selection and understanding result from
the values generally accepted within the society
and the general consensus. These competencies

also contribute to the individual’s education,
contentment and successful life and the
strengthening of the civil society’s functions.
According to Schwartz, the structure of the
human’s value system is in fact consisted of ten
basic values, each of which can be characterized
by describing its main motivational goal (4).
The wvalue structure contains values and
appropriate  motivational goals such as the

following: (a)Self-Direction - Independent
thought and action; choosing, creating,
exploring; (b)Stimulation -  Excitement,

novelty, and challenges in life; (c)Hedonism -
Pleasure and sensual gratification of oneself;
(d)Achievement - Personal success through
demonstrating competence according to social
standards; (e)Power - Social status and prestige,
control or dominance over people and
resources; (f)Security - Safety, harmony and
stability of society, relationships and oneself;
(g)Conformity - Restraint of actions,
inclinations and impulses likely to upset or
harm others and violate social expectations or
norms; (h)Tradition - Respect, commitment,
and acceptance of customs and ideas that
traditional culture or religion provides for
oneself; (i)Benevolence - Preserving and
enhancing the wellbeing of those whom one is
in frequent personal contact with (the 'in-
group"); (j)Universalism - Understanding,
appreciation, tolerance and protection for the
wellbeing of all.

These values form a spectrum consisted of
ranges where each contains many closely
related values. They can also be collated into
larger super-groups of values: A) Openness to
change: Stimulation, self-direction and partial
hedonism, B) Self-enhancement: Achievement,
power and partial hedonism, C) Conservation:
Security, tradition and conformity, D) Self-
transcendence: Universalism and benevolence.
These can be arranged in a circle as illustrated
below (Fig. 1), where the four variables can be
associated with two focus areas; focus on
oneself or not on oneself and seeking stability
or seeking change.

Studies of value priorities are concerned with
the importance of particular values as a part of
the value system of a person or a group.

According to Schwartz, the ten basic values are
intended to include all the core values
recognized in cultures around the world. A
research conducted in different countries (5, 6,
7, 8, 9) showed that the value of benevolence,
self-direction and universalism are consistently
most important; power, tradition and stimulation
as values are the least important; security,
conformity, achievement and hedonism are in-
between. Inter-country  comparison  has
indicated that countries with similar cultural and
religious backgrounds show similar patterns of
value distribution. However, the hierarchy of
values is not universal since there are important
gender differences. Schwartz and Rubel (10)
revealed that men constantly attribute more
importance to power, stimulation, hedonism,
achievement and self-direction values than
women do; the opposite is true for benevolence
and universalism and least constantly, for
security. No significant differences were found
regarding tradition and conformity. Gender
differences were small and typically explained
less variance than age and much less than

culture.  Culture  moderates all  gender
differences, while the sample type and the
measuring instrument have minor influence.

A long-term study on the behavior of deaf/hard
of hearing children and adolescents (11, 12, 13)
has brought up the question of the way that
values are perceived by this particular group. It
was assumed that this group would have a
general relevance and not only from educational
point of view. However, despite the cultural,
linguistic and educational importance of the
subject (17), there isn’t sufficient number of
research carried in this area, which would allow
comparison of the results of the deaf/hard of
hearing children and adolescents with the
results of the hearing adolescents (14, 15, 16).
The study carried out by Bellin and Stephens
(17) found that extensive marginalization did
not exclude deaf youngsters from widespread
and general predispositions of the value system
developmental process, during their puberty.
They showed similar gender differences to
those found among hearing adolescents. The
authors suggested that deaf adolescents could
not be regarded as general adolescent
population and have their identity as deaf
people being diffused.

Bearing in mind that only a few studies have
been conducted in this field to this date and that
they are not even theoretical/methodological
studies relating to this area of educational
practice, the study was pursued as a national
component of a cross-country project (18).

Thirteen deaf adolescents came from families
where at least one parent was deaf and signing
and 53 came from hearing families. The level of
hearing impairment was profound (>90dB)
within 19 pupils who did not use hearing aids
and severe (71- 90 dB) within 47 pupils who
used hearing aids.

Instrument

Each student was given the Polish version of the
Schwartz Portrait Values Questionnaire, which
reliability measured in the Cronbach alpha
coefficient was between 0.36 and 0.7 in the
basic value scale (19) used in the European
Social Survey from 2002 (4). The students filled
the questionnaire freely and anonymously.

power, achievement, hedonism, stimulation and
self-direction (Table 1). The subjects used a 6-
item scale to assess the meaning of each value
by identifying themselves with an imagined
person who represented the maximum
expression (the person is like me = 1) or the
minimum expression (the person is not like me
= 6) of the value. The structures of the 10
values has shown a cross-cultural stability
across dozens of countries and it was found to
relate meaningfully to existing behaviors, such
as pro-social, anti-social, environmental,
political, consumer and intellectual activities. A
low result on a particular scale indicates a high
index for the relevant value.

Procedure

The research was conducted in a residential
school setting. Most deaf/hard of hearing
students in Poland attend residential schools for
the deaf. Therefore, it was important to compare
their results with those of a similar group of
hearing adolescents attending boarding schools,
considering that this factor will affect the level
of value system transmission between
generations within the family.

Both, the deaf and the hearing adolescents that
participated in the data collection were non-
clinical samples with no  additional
developmental disorders. The process of data
gathering was held at school venues. Each
session was hosting between six and eight
deaf/hard of hearing students coming from the
same grade. The researcher and qualified
interpreter at each session presented the
attendees with a questionnaire consent form and
an outline for the purpose of the research. The
participants viewed the DVD version (in Polish)
of the Schwartz Portrait Values Questionnaire,
translated into manually coded Polish (SIJM)
after which they recorded their responses on the
paper form (in Polish). Where necessary, the
interpreter helped the attendees to understand
the instructions by repeating the recoded

Hearing adolescents participated in the study
session held at their school in a group of 20 to
28 students. The researcher accompanied by a
teacher from the school presented the purpose
of the study and the questionnaire. Then the
students filled in the paper form (in Polish).

Results

The analysis of the value system of deaf/hard of
hearing adolescents has revealed interesting
correlations. Benevolence, tradition, hedonism
and self-direction were similar in both
experimental  groups. However, hearing
impairment does seem to differentiate the
importance of some values.

Deaf adolescents considered universalism (t=-
3,41; p<0,001), conformity (t=-2,73; p<0,007),
security (t=-2,28; p<0,02) and stimulation (t=-
3,22; p<0,002) to be more important than their
hearing peers. However, power (t=-2,07;
p<0,04) and achievement (t=-4,30; p<0,0001)
were less important for the deaf than for the
hearing adolescents.

These differences found within the deaf and
hearing subgroups are further differentiated in
the context of gender belonging. Three
significant differences within the deaf subgroup
regarding gender were found to be distinct from
the hearing subgroup. Among the hearing
adolescents, males consider benevolence
(t=3,61, p<0,001), hedonism (t=2,9; p<0,001)
and stimulation (t=2,10; p<0,05) more
important than females. In the deaf subgroup,
females value higher security (t=2,01; p<0,05),
power (t=2,99; p<0,005) and achievement
(t=2,01; p<0,05) more than males do.

An interesting way in which gender and hearing
impairment influence the value system was also
revealed. The relevant results are presented in
the graphs below.

The value of benevolence is significantly more
important (F=10,4917; p<0,001) in the hearing
subgroup for males than females (Figure 1). The
pattern among the deaf subgroup goes in the
opposite direction, although the difference is
not significant. However, deaf female
adolescents value benevolence much more than
hearing females do.

Deaf males consider power to be significantly
less important than other subgroups (F=5,298;
p<0,02) do. Deaf females value power at the
same level as hearing people of both genders
(Figure 2).

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An important difference which was not found in
females, was observed between hearing and
deaf males regarding the perception of
achievement (F=6,858; p<0,01). Deaf males
consider achievement less important than
hearing males and also less important than both
hearing and deaf females (Figure 3). Deaf
females find achievement less important than
hearing subgroups regardless of gender, but
both subgroups of females (deaf and hearing)
showed average results, which are significantly
lower than hearing males and significantly
higher than deaf males.

A gender difference was also observed in
relation to hedonism (F=4,3366; p<0,04).
Hearing male adolescents valued hedonism
more than hearing females. There is no
difference between the genders in the deaf
subgroup (Figure 4).

Another area studied was the influence of the
variable such as functioning of the family over
the value system in deaf adolescents. More in
particular, the presence or absence of deaf/hard
of hearing parents and the mode of commu-
nication used within the family. The relation-
ship between these factors and the preference of
particular values over others was generally
insignificant, with the mode of communication
within family being the only exception, which
also has a significant (p<0.013) influence on the
conformity (Figure 5).

The use of signing language within the family
implies significantly higher level of conformity
in comparison with people who communicate
verbally (F=4,657; p<0,01). The difference
between people using both means and those
who communicate only verbally illustrates the
tendency.

Discussion

Studying the values and the value priorities of
the deaf subgroup has revealed two influences
which operate at an individual and at a social
level. The predominant value priorities in the
minority group are key factors for its social
affirmation, while the individual value priorities
represent the central goal of the individual and
are connected to the adolescent’s behavior.

The wvalues allow one to negotiate the
continuous process of cultural and individual
change, which in turn depends on the historical
and social changes. They are directly influenced
by the individual’s daily experience in a
constantly changing socio-political environment
and can be used to define the differences
between various cultural and sub-cultural
groups in a given society. Values are
comparatively  abstract and general in
comparison to the attitudes and the behavioral
patterns, which are tied to a specific situation
and are therefore unsuitable to formulate norms
across cultures.

The differences in the perception of values
found between the deaf and the hearing
adolescents are significant and should be
understood in the context of the culture or the
schooling  experience. Deaf adolescents
considered values such as universalism,
conformity, security and stimulation to be more
important than their hearing peers, while
hearing adolescents prioritized power and
achievement.

The values can be organized according to the
ends they serve. The self-centered values are the
foundation of individualistic orientation. Such
values are related to social status, prestige,
personal  success, freedom of choice,

independent thinking and acting, as well as
intellectual competence, hedonism and the need
for stimulation. Values which serve the interests
of other people are the foundation of collectivist
orientation. Such values are related to the
protection of other people, (especially those
with whom an individual interacts directly), the
safety of the group’s identity, respect for
tradition, religion and religiosity, balanced
social views, as well as intrapersonal and
interpersonal harmony (3, 20).

The most dominant value pattern among
hearing adolescents is the individualism,
represented by  personal power and
achievement. Most hearing people have been
raised to consider themselves as separate
individuals who are solely responsible for their
own lives. In the 'individualist' cultures people
are most closely connected horizontally with
their spouses and friends rather than their
parents and children and they belong to many
other in-groups (e.g. family, co-workers, clubs,
etc). The member’s behavior mostly reflects
their goals, which are consistent with those of
the other ‘in-group’ members or to which they
aspire (21).

On the contrary, one of the most dominant
value patterns in the culture of deaf people is
collectivism. Deaf people consider themselves
as members of a group that includes all deaf
people. The deaf community is unique, since it
has a language and cultural norms that cross
geographic borders. They perceive themselves
as a close-knitted, interconnected group. Deaf
people greatly enjoy being in the company of
other deaf people and actively seek ways to
make this happen. When deaf people initially
meet, the goal is to find out where the other
person is coming from and to identify the deaf
friends they both have in common. This
collectivism within the deaf community is also
repressed by the conservative values such as
security and conformity. The reason why deaf
culture is collectivist may be somehow related
to the lack of communication with the speaking
out-group. Deaf individuals are limited to a

smaller number of in-groups because of audism
and communication barriers (1). For a long time
the audism was the fundamental attitude
represented by the hearing majority towards the
deaf community, followed by the exclusion and
marginalization of deaf people. In this context,
the universalism of deaf adolescents argues for
equality and social justice for the
representatives of the linguistic minority. The
in-group in the "collectivist' cultures is usually
fairly close-knit and often limited to the family,
with the most direct relationship being a vertical
one, between the parent and the child.
Individuals may be induced to subordinate their
personal goals to the goals of some collective,
which is usually a stable in-group (e.g., family,
band, tribe, etc). “In collectivist cultures, 'there
are complex patterns of social behavior that
require the distinction between the in-group
behavior (conformity) and the out-group
behavior (do whatever you can get away with)”
(8).

Furthermore, differences between the early
socialization of deaf and hearing children might
contribute to the two groups having some
distinctive achievement ambitions. Deaf parents
might have higher expectations from their
children with regard to their potential for
educational and rehabilitation success (21).
Between 2002 and 2006, the Ilevel of
employment among the hearing impaired
individuals in Poland dropped by 40%, due to
the dissolution of supported employment
enterprises that employed many middle-aged
people (22). As a result, there is a large group of
unemployed deaf people living on low disability
pensions. It is likely that such a socio-economic
situation triggers the desire for children to
achieve higher personal success through
demonstrating competence according to social
standards. It emerges that the assumed
relationship ~ between the environmental
variables (deaf/hard of hearing parents, mode of
communication within the family) and the value
system of deaf adolescents is insignificant. Only

conformity and the mode of communication.
Adolescents coming from families using sign
language value conformity more highly, which
could indicate that the families using a common
mode of communication are more cohesive and
stable. Families, which are certainly the central
context for the value of socialization, are also
considered an important factor for the
development of the children's values. However,
it has been difficult to empirically demonstrate
the influence of parental values on those of their
offsprings, especially if there is no common
mode of communication.

It is interesting to note that deaf males valued
power and achievement less than females. This
result is surprising from a psychological
viewpoint and requires verification through
broader international studies, in order to
establish the actual role of hearing impairment.
Regardless the predominantly collectivist
orientation of deaf individuals, it is worrying
that males value power and achievement much
less than females. This tendency seems to be an
un-adaptive, especially in the context of the
adult developmental tasks that the participants
will encounter in the future. Such is achieving
emotional independence from the parents and
other adults, achieving assurance of economic
independence, as well as choosing and
preparing for employment (23).

Given that school might well play an important
role in prioritizing the values of power and
achievement by deaf adolescents, the
educational curriculum should be revised
accordingly. Deaf adolescents value
universalism highly, but deaf females value
benevolence more than deaf males and hearing
females. Both  values represent  self-
transcendence. This means that deaf adolescents
are more concerned with self-transcendence
than with self-enhancement. Values such as
understanding, appreciation, tolerance and
concern for the welfare of others are more
important than personal achievement and
power. This is true even for the deaf male
subgroup, although as we have seen, enhancing
the welfare of those whom one is frequently in

contact with (the 'in-group) is more important
for deaf females.

Conclusion

Analysis of the data obtained from the survey
revealed information about the variables that
affect the orientation of wvalues of Polish
deaf/hard of hearing adolescents in comparison
with their hearing peers. The variables such as
gender and mode of communication within the
family were controlled.

A particular strength of the study was the
discovery of some significant differences
between deaf and hearing adolescents in the
perception of value. Deaf adolescents
considered values such as universalism,
conformity, security and stimulation more
important than their hearing peers did. Hearing
adolescents prioritized power and achievement.
The mode of communication used within the
family was linked to conformity, which is
traceable to the restrained actions, inclinations
and impulses that are likely to upset or harm
others and violate social expectations or norms.
Adolescents coming from families using
signing language value conformity more highly,
which could mean that families who use a
common mode of communication are more
cohesive and stable.

Weakness of the study was the restriction to
deaf/hard of hearing group to students from
residential schools. There were some significant
results which seemed to suggest that the
students may be influenced by their school
environment, so the results might not apply to
the whole deaf/hard of hearing population.

This research revealed a significant impact of
certain factors on the value system of the
deaf/hard of hearing students. At the same time
it raised questions that require further research.
Recommendations for further research include
replication of this study and examination of a
larger sample of deaf/hard of hearing
adolescents that live in different social
environments, not just in school settings.
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
