In the literature, these are the forms that are most
frequently pointed out: individualisation of educa-
tion with an application of educational slips of
paper, individualisation of education by realising it
in three levels of difficulty, additional education
etc. Although these forms do not allow a complete
individualisation, there is no doubt that they allow a
creation of more suitable conditions for a more
successiful development and a larger number of
students in the education.

Starting with the meaning and the needs of he edu-
cation individualisation for the students with psy-
chic developmental disabilities I decided to experi-
ment on the efficiency of the individualization in
education. The main aim of this research was to
confirm the efficiency of individualiation in Mace-
donian Language teaching by applying educational
slips of paper and tasks in three levels of difficulty
considering the educational results when a
"Language Advice " programme field is being
acquired and compared with the tradicional form of
the education organisation.

A research was oriented to the quality analysis of
the results which will be reached by the students
during the acquisition of the “Language Advice”
programme field, after the individual education has
been organised and realised.

The research also examines the students’ attitude
towards the education individualisation forms, their
attitude towards the traditional way of education
organisation and the teacher's opinion about the
adventages and disadventages of the individual
education.

Conclusion

According to the results of the research we can con-
firm that the individualisation of education using
educational slips of paper and tasks in three levels
of difficulty has given better results in regard to the
traditional teaching.
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
